Land Acknowledgement  
All Saints’ Peterborough resides on the sacred land of the Michi Saagiig 
Anishinaabeg, the first peoples of this land.

This sacred land is part of the Rice Lake Purchase, 
Treaty 20. All Saints’ is committed to continued reconciliation with our Indigenous 
siblings, through continued education and the inclusion of readings from the First 
Nations Bible.  
 
Liturgical Notes  

1. In the context of Christian Liturgy, Israel does not refer to the current political 
state, but either to the historic Hebrews (also called Israelites) of the ancient 
Near East or, in Christian theology, to all people who put their faith and trust in 
God as the ancient peoples of God. 
  

2. Younger and Elder Testament. The traditional terms for the testaments ‘Old’ and 
‘New’ have been changed to Elder and Younger. This has been done as an act 
of equity and promise. Old and New are words in our society that add value to 
things – often anything that is old is considered less valuable than things that are 
new. In our Christian context the New Testament has replaced the Old 
Testament, which is not only an incorrect theology, but it has also tied to it 
ethnic value, and antisemitic tones. The words Elder and Younger are born out 
of equity, and the Younger Testament is born out of the Elder Testament.
